Ask questions so you know what you're
getting into. The answers will help you
determine if the situation could lead to
trouble. Examples of questions include:

Know some positive
activities and suggest
doing one.

If any of the answers to
these questions are “Yes,”
then you should say “No” to
any pressure to participate
in that activity.
